• Summer 2 credit enrollment increased 3.0%; FTE’s are 5.3% higher and credits increased 4.8%.

Program Enrollments 
 
• Enrollments by division and curriculum are presented on pages 4-11.  The largest increases occurred in  

Health Studies-PreNursing (+104) and Nursing (+87).  The largest loss was in Science for Health Professions (-111). 
 

• The largest increases in credits generated occurred in ESL (+315) and Police Academy (+225).  The largest decreases 
occurred in Physical Science (-252), Psychology (-120), and Administration of Justice (-117).

Glossary of Terms 
 
"Enrollment" - counts the number of individual students in a category (headcount). 
 
"FTE" - full-time equivalent.  A full-time student counts as one FTE, regardless of the number of credits he/she is taking.  For a part-time student, we 
calculate the total credits taken and divide the total by 12 (a full-time load is 12 credits).  For example, a student taking 3 credits represents .25 FTE; a 
student taking 6 credits represents .50 FTE. 
 
"Registrations" - a count of each time someone has "signed up" to take a course.  A student taking four courses counts as 4 registrations. The 3,038 
students at DCCC in Summer 2 generated 4,110 course registrations.
