Students NEW to DCCC in Spring 2008

Profile of Students New to DCCC in Spring, 2008

* New student enrollment increased 8.9% in the spring semester. On-campus
enrollment of new students increased 3.2%; off-campus enroliment increased 20.2%.

* Over half (52%) of the new students are female.

* Almost two-thirds are in the youngest age group (15-24), a significant increase over
earlier years.

* Thirty percent are minority students.

* About a third (36%) are full time and about a third (37%) attend exclusively off
campus; the off campus percentage is higher than it was in previous years.

* Almost two thirds (62%) attend during the day.
* About a third (35%) plan to transfer.

* Two-thirds (68%) cited family/friends or the DCCC website as the primary source of
information about DCCC.

* Almost a third (31%) are first generation college students.

* The percentages placing at college level on the placement test increased in reading,
writing, and math. The increase in writing is large- 10 percentage points over last year.
Part of the increase (2-4 percentage points) is due to the increase in dual enroliment
students, a selective population that typically has higher scores.
